You will be able to gauge other aspects of our visual identity from this letterhead and our website: its
original design was inspired by Polish Communist propaganda.

For reasons of simplicity and of confidentiality, we would like there to be space for a small plaque to
be affixed with the name of the winner, as has been done in previous years.
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
